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Introduction

The retirement of coal-fired power 
stations and increasing energy 
demand in Australia are placing 
pressure on the nation’s electricity 
generation and transmission network. 
Nearly all remaining coal-fired power 
stations in the National Electricity 
Market (NEM) are expected to be 
retired and close within the next 
decade. To replace this capacity will 
require significant investment in new 
generation and the infrastructure to 
support it. In New South Wales, most 
new generation capacity comes from 
wind and solar, with batteries, hydro, 
and gas for grid firming.1

The NSW Government’s Electricity Infrastructure 
Roadmap has targeted net-zero emissions by 
2050, aiming to add at least 12 gigawatts (GW) 
of new renewable capacity and 2 GW of long-
duration storage by 2030.2 Achieving this will 
require significant investment in new transmission 
infrastructure, generation, and storage. At a 
national level, the Australian Energy Market 
Operator’s (AEMO) Integrated System Plan outlines 
the transmission projects required to connect new 
renewable generation with the communities and 
industries that need it.3 The Federal Government 
has committed $4.7 billion under the Rewiring the 
Nation program to support delivery of key NSW 
projects, including HumeLink, VNI West, and the 
Central-West Orana, New England, and Hunter-
Central Coast Renewable Energy Zones (REZs).3 
Within the Hunter, EnergyCo is delivering the 
Hunter Transmission Project, a new 500 kilovolt 
transmission line that will carry electricity from 
inland REZs to markets across the state.4
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The NSW Government has declared five 
Renewable Energy Zones (REZs) across the state. 
A REZ is a geographic area that coordinates 
renewable energy generation, storage, and high-
voltage network infrastructure, delivering reliable, 
affordable, and clean energy to NSW homes 
and businesses.5 The Australian Government has 
also declared the Hunter Offshore Wind Zone in 
the region, with the potential to develop up to 5 
GW of offshore wind capacity.6 This showcase 
assesses supplier capability relevant to 3 REZs, 
the Hunter-Central Coast, Central-West Orana, 
and New England REZs, as well as the Hunter 
Offshore Wind Zone.

These findings are informed by engagement 
with key stakeholders, including Ausgrid, Beyond 
Zero Emissions, Business Hunter, Business NSW, 
Business NSW Central Coast, HunterNet, Hunter 
IF, the University of Newcastle, and others. Inputs 
include more than 300 survey responses, over 
1,000 supplier interactions, and the expertise of 
the ICN network.

Regions 
The Hunter and Central Coast regions are NSW’s 
largest regional economy, made up of 11 Local 
Government Areas (LGAs) and a population of 
over 1,100,000. They serve as a vital link between 
Sydney and northern New South Wales.7 The 
Hunter region hosts the Port of Newcastle, the 
world’s largest coal export port, and has a long 
history of coal mining since the eighteenth 
century.8 This foundation has supported the 
development of heavy industry, steelmaking in 
Newcastle, and large-scale power generation 
since the 1950s.

The regions have powered the state for decades. 
Major coal plants such as Eraring (2,880 MW), 
Bayswater (2,640 MW), and the retired Liddell 
(2,000W) and Vales Point (1,320W) have been 
among the largest generators in the NEM.9 The 
Hunter is also home to the Tomago aluminium 
smelter and RAAF Base Williamtown, where 
Australia’s F-35s are based. The industrial base 
supports energy, resources, defence, agriculture, 
and advanced manufacturing sectors. As a result, 
it has established strengths in mining, heavy 
engineering, plant operations and maintenance, 
aerospace and aircraft sustainment, and large-
scale food and beverage manufacturing.

The CSIRO Energy Centre and National Solar 
Energy Centre are both located in Newcastle, 
putting it at the forefront of Australia’s energy 
research. CSIRO also opened the National Energy 
Analysis Centre (NEAC) in 2025, further establishing 
the region as an important part of Australia’s 
renewable energy transition.10 

As coal mines close and energy assets retire, the 
Hunter and Central Coast’s industrial base and 
skilled workforce are well positioned to support 
new transmission projects and regional renewable 
energy zones.

Muswellbrook Shire Council
Muswellbrook has a large industrial 
base centred on coal mining and power 
generation. Home to the 2,000 MW 
Bayswater Power Station and formerly the 
2,000 MW Liddell Power Station, both of 
which have shaped the local workforce 
and skills. As these plants retire, renewable 
projects being developed include bio 
refineries and pumped hydro.

Singleton Council
Singleton is a mining district and the 
principal contributor of mining royalties in 
NSW. A large rail network connects mining 
operations and power stations to the Port 
of Newcastle. The industrial base includes 
heavy mechanical services, fabrication, 
and materials handling.

Maitland City Council
Maitland is an industrial and logistics 
centre, supported by large estates 
and strong manufacturing output. Its 
precincts support distribution, fabrication, 
construction supply, and transport 
services.

Cessnock City Council
Cessnock has a strong industrial heritage 
born from coal mining. The closure of most 
coal mines shifted the local economy 
toward new energy infrastructure, 
industrial development, and specialised 
services drawn from mining expertise.

Lake Macquarie City Council
Lake Macquarie is an energy and 
manufacturing centre, anchored by 
large-scale electricity generation and 
coal mining, including Australia’s largest 
coal-fired power station. This foundation 
has established strong capabilities in 
plant operations, mining, and advanced 
manufacturing. 
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Upper Hunter Shire Council
The Upper Hunter is primarily a rural region, 
with an economy focused on agriculture 
and equine industries. Although less 
industrialised than other Hunter LGAs, the 
area contains water infrastructure that 
may support future energy projects.

Dungog Shire Council
Dungog is a rural region with 
water assets such as Chichester 
Dam, and its agricultural land 
supports primary industries.

MidCoast Council
Mining is no longer active in 
the region, but the agricultural 
industry and access to major 
highways link the area with 
broader supply chains.

Central Coast Council
The Central Coast is a major transport 
corridor, with a diverse manufacturing and 
logistics base, including a rail maintenance 
facility at Kangy Angy. It is home to one 
of NSW’s  largest gas-fired power stations 
and has established strengths in food 
manufacturing and packaging.

Newcastle City Council
Newcastle is the urban capital of 
the Hunter. Its development has 
been shaped by steelmaking, 
shipbuilding, and coal mining 
and export, resulting in mature 
capability across manufacturing, 
mining services, transport 
infrastructure, and marine 
operations.

Port Stephens 
Council
Port Stephens is a 
strategically significant 
industrial and defence 
precinct in the Hunter 
region. It houses RAAF Base 
Williamtown, Australia’s only 
F-35 base, and the Tomago 
Aluminium Smelter (the 
largest aluminium smelter 
in the nation), creating a 
concentration of defence, 
aerospace, and large-scale 
industrial capability.

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This showcase is supported by ICN’s broader capability assessment of the 
Hunter and Central Coast transmission supply chain. The assessment mapped 
businesses against 68 selected work packages across planning and site 
preparation, transmission towers, electrical balance of plant, and offshore 
related scopes. The results show a strong and diverse regional supply chain. ICN 
identified 486 businesses across the Hunter and Central Coast, including 413 in 
the Hunter and 73 in the Central Coast. 

These numbers should be read in context. The 
project did not map every business that could 
contribute to the broader energy transition or the 
full transmission sector. It mapped businesses 
against a defined set of work packages that 
project owners, and EPC contractors would 
reasonably procure from the market. As a result, 
some adjacent capability may not be fully 
reflected in the data.  
 
Service provision was the strongest area of 
identified capability, reflecting the regions’ 
established strengths in civil works, construction, 
engineering, electrical services, mining services, 
heavy industry, and industrial maintenance.
 
Manufacturing capability was lower by count, 
with 50 Hunter and Central Coast manufacturers 
identified across the assessed packages. 
Much of that base is currently oriented toward 
mining, defence, energy, and rail rather than 
transmission-specific products, which is reflected 
in the numbers. 

However, this does not mean the regions lack 
manufacturing capability. The Hunter and Central 
Coast  have a broader industrial base in heavy 
fabrication, machining, and metal processing 

that was not fully captured in the package-
based mapping. For this reason, ICN considers 
the regions more capable than the headline 
figures suggest, and the transferable capability 
assessment explored where that potential is most 
credible. 

The transferable capability assessment 
tested where existing regional strengths could 
realistically support future transmission demand. 
ICN considered what the supply chain needs, 
what the Hunter and Central Coast are already 
good at, where the gaps are, and whether there 
is a credible commercial opportunity for local 
businesses to enter or expand. 

The assessment focused on component 
groups with the greatest alignment to regional 
capability, including lattice towers, line hardware 
and conductor fittings, busbars, anchor cages, 
and switchroom enclosures. Of these, towers, 
line hardware, and busbars presented the 
strongest commercial case. The manufacturing 
requirements for each align closely with what 
Hunter and Central Coast businesses already do.

The Hunter and Central Coast regions are the 
traditional lands of several Aboriginal nations, 
primarily the Awabakal, Darkinung, Geawegal, 
Wonnarua/Wanaruah and Worimi peoples.11 The 
region is home to over 50,000 First Nations people.12

The Hunter has a proud history of First Nations-
owned business growth and supply chain 
development. The Mandurah Hunter Indigenous 
Business Chamber was Australia’s first 
representative body and advocate for First Nations-
owned businesses, and led to the establishment 
of the NSW Indigenous Chamber of Commerce 
(NSWICC) in 2009.13 As the peak body for First 
Nations-owned business in NSW, the NSWICC 
works with entrepreneurs, business owners and 
communities to build capacity, remove barriers 
and connect businesses with procurement 
opportunities.14 

The energy transition presents a significant 
opportunity for First Nations businesses to 
participate. The NSW Renewable Energy Sector 
Board’s Plan sets a minimum participation rate 
of 1.5% of contract value for First Nations people 
across REZ projects.15 ICN works alongside Supply 
Nation and State and Territory Indigenous Business 
Chambers to continue the growth of First Nations 
industry in the region and across the nation.

Upper Hunter Shire is the furthest inland council area 
in the Hunter region and includes the main townships 
of Scone, Aberdeen, Merriwa, and Murrurundi. Scone 
Regional Airport supports charter, agricultural aviation, 
flight training, and corporate jet operations linked to 
the equine and mining industries.53 The Upper Hunter is 
the single largest thoroughbred horse breeding area 
in Australia and is second only to Lexington, Kentucky, 
in the United States53 There are more than 200 
thoroughbred studs, as well as an equine-focused TAFE 
campus and the largest equine veterinary practice in 
the southern hemisphere.54

The Upper Hunter is home to 14,408 people, supports 
5,703 jobs, and has an annual economic output of 
$2.5 billion.55 Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing is the 
dominant sector by both employment (1,304 jobs) and 
output ($684 million), accounting for 27.4 per cent of 
total output. Manufacturing ($390 million), Construction 
($297 million), and Rental, Hiring, and Real Estate 
Services ($206 million) are the next largest sectors  
by output.55

While no active coal mines operate within the Upper 
Hunter Shire, mining in neighbouring Muswellbrook and 
Singleton shires has historically provided employment 
for Upper Hunter residents and supported the local 
economy. Within the vicinity of the Upper Hunter Shire, 
there are three renewables projects in the pipeline:  

•	 Upper Hunter Energy Park (formerly Kyoto Energy 
Park), an approved 75.6 MW wind farm comprising 
18 turbines, owned by Maven Renewable Energy, with 
construction expected to begin in 2026.56

•	 Goulburn River Solar Farm, a 585 MW solar and 560 
MWh battery project near Merriwa57

•	 Lake Glenbawn, major water storage and proposed  
pumped hydro.

Australia’s energy transition will require a significant expansion of electricity 
transmission infrastructure. New lines, substations and network upgrades will be 
delivered at scale across NSW and nationally. As this investment accelerates, it 
creates an opportunity not only to build new infrastructure, but to broaden who 
delivers it.

This moment matters for the Hunter and Central 
Coast. The regions have a long industrial history, 
deep manufacturing skills, and established 
businesses among high-value sectors. This section 
examines how that capability could be applied to 
transmission manufacturing, and how the regions 
can capitalise on the economic transition.

The companies featured here may not yet supply 
transmission, but they are equipped to do so. 
These are businesses whose existing skills, assets 
and production environments align with those 
of transmission components. As demand grows, 
these companies could step into this supply 
chain. The profiles that follow provide a practical 
snapshot of where regional participation could 
expand over the near to medium term.
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Transferable Capability

Hunter and Central Coast 
manufacturing strengths
Transmission infrastructure covers a wide range 
of equipment, from large steel structures to 
specialised high-voltage systems. This work 
focuses on the parts of the supply chain that 
best align with the Hunter and Central Coast’s 
established industrial strengths.

Across multiple sectors, the regions have 
demonstrated depth in:

•	 heavy steel fabrication and welding,

•	 precision CNC machining,

•	 industrial metal processing, and

•	 large mechanical assembly.

These strengths align most clearly with fabrication 
and machining-led transmission components. 
In these areas, value is created through material 
processing, precision, and quality control.

By focusing on these areas, we highlight realistic 
entry points where existing regional capability and 
future transmission demand overlap.

Priority transmission 
manufacturing opportunities
Based on this alignment, four areas stand out  
as the strongest opportunities for increased  
local participation:

Transmission Towers (Steel) 
Large lattice structures that support overhead 
transmission lines.

Transmission Line Hardware & Fittings (Steel) 
Mechanical steel components that suspend,  
anchor and connect conductors and insulators.

Transmission Line Clamps & Connectors 
(Aluminium) 
Precision aluminium components that grip,  
terminate and electrically connect conductors.

Substation Busbars (Fabricated Aluminium) 
Rigid aluminium conductors used to distribute 
high current within substations.

These components represent the strongest 
intersection between what the Hunter and  
Central Coast already do well and what  
Australia’s expanding transmission network  
will require at scale.

Assessment of transferability
This section has been shaped through direct 
engagement with manufacturers across the 
Hunter and Central Coast, supported by regional 
supply-chain knowledge and desktop research.

The companies featured have engaged with the 
opportunity, demonstrated high suitability, and 
expressed strong interest. They reflect potential 
grounded in existing operations.

Alongside their relevant manufacturing 
capabilities, the profiles in this section highlight 
each company’s likely path to entry. This is an 
indication of the scale of adjustment that may be 
required to capitalise on this opportunity.

Turning Investment into Growth

Australia’s transmission expansion represents 
an opportunity to convert infrastructure 
investment into regional growth and long-lasting 
industrial capability. By focusing on transferable 
manufacturing capability, this section identifies 
realistic entry points for local industry. 

Further work will still be required. Supply-chain 
understanding must deepen, business readiness 
must be supported, and procurement pathways 
can enable capable local firms to compete.

However, what follows is a showcase of real 
potential among the industrial capability in 
these regions. These companies appear ready to 
contribute to Australia’s transmission future.
